Performs or advises on work in any of the phases or systems of budget 
administration such as: formulation of budget and estimates to support plans, programs, and activities, including 
presenting and defending budget estimates before authorities; reviews and evaluates budget requests; control, and 
reporting of obligations; commitments and expenditures. Per Financial Management Business Rules, processes 
Controls and Authorizations realignments between UICs and Installations. Analyzes and recommends costs and 
benefits of alternative methods of financial management of organization's programs and administrative operations. 
Incumbent utilizes the following systems: WYPC, TWMS, SMARTS, CFMS. Knowledge of MS Office (Excel, 
PowerPoint, etc.). Performs a variety of analytical, technical, and administrative work for substantive programs and 
support activities. Assists program managers and staff officials in interpreting the impact of and planning for 
financial/budgetary and program changes. Formulates budget and estimates to support plans, programs, and 
activities, including presenting and defending budjet estimates before authorities; reviews and evaluates budjet 
requests; controls and reports obligations and expenditures.The incumbent develops, determines and interpretates 
the budgetary policies and practices; analyzes and recommends costs and benefits of alternative methods of 
financial management of organization’s programs and administrative operations. Implements legal and regulatory 
controls over approved budgets; provides advice on effective and efficient methods for the acquisition and use of 
funds to support the organization’s programs and activities. Identifies, analiyzes and resolves a range of budgetary 
problems and develops alternative solutions and methods of funding.

WHO MAY APPLY (AREA OF CONSIDERATION) 
 Citizens of a member state of the European Union.    
 Applicants who hold both U.S. and Italian citizenship 

are not employable by the U.S. Forces in Italy.  Only 
candidates specified in the “Who May Apply” section of 
the vacancy announcement may receive consideration.  

 
QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS 
Candidates must pay attention to the type of experience, 
education, certifications and licenses requested by the vacancy 
announcement and ensure that all this information, e.g.
