  (3) Escort all host-nation DVs upon arrival. 
 
  (4) Provide the Security Department with a Base Access List of local national guests 
attending the ceremony. 
 
  (5) Provide Translation Assistance for Host Nation guests. 
 
 g.  Public Affairs Officer 
 
  (1) Provide photographic and video support 
 
  (2) Coordinate media releases of event. 
 
  (3) Develop the program for the ceremony and coordinate printing. 
 
       (4) Coordinate with AFN for coverage of event. 
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  (5) Coordinate with Public Works and Command and Admin team for removal and 
replacement of all Command Photos and ICO name plates across all the installation and 
replacement with PCO information. 
 
  (6) Coordinate marquee updates across the installation. 
 
  (7) Update all social media, website and any other required mediums with new CO 
information. 
 
 h.  Security Department 
 
  (1) Provide security plan and security watches for the day of event. 
 
  (2) Provide parking spaces for DVs in the East Parking Garage. 
 
  (3) Provide entry to NAVSUPPACT Naples Capodichino base for invited DV guests.   
 
  (4) Provide one military vehicle and one military working dog with handler. 
 
 i.  Chaplain.  Deliver the invocation and benediction. 
 
 j.  Public Works Department.   
 
  (1) Provide one 220v plug for the Cinquecento Gelato vendor and plugs/power for eight 
standing circulating fans. 
  
  (2) Coordinate with Protocol, PAO and Admin Officer for removal and replacement of 
ICO/PCO photos and name plates including the large name plate on Support Site roundabout.
